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[image: image1.emf]As the Air Traffic Organization’s Vice President for Technical Operations, Teri is responsible for the delivery of maintenance service to the customer. She is also responsible for providing communication and navigation services to support the ATO’s line service units. Bristol will also work closely with FAA regional administrators and support organizations in other FAA lines of business to achieve agency corporate goals and objectives.

Previously, Teri was Vice President of the Office of Service Center, responsible for integrated and meeting the needs of the area offices. Before this appointment, Bristol served as Director of Terminal Program Operations where she was responsible for the delivery of surveillance, weather, automation and facility programs, and operational support for all Terminal automation systems in the National Airspace System (NAS).

In 2007, the FAA named Bristol acting Director for Terminal Operations in the Western Service Area. Her responsibilities included daily operations of western area terminal facilities including 2,700 employees geographically dispersed throughout the Western U.S. including Alaska and Hawaii. Bristol worked in coordination with FAA leaders, military officials, state and local governments, Congress, media and other aviation stakeholders as operations advisor. 

Bristol began her federal career in 1992 when she was recruited from the University of Maryland into the Department of Transportation’s Acquisition Management Training Program. Over the next two years, she worked for the FAA, U.S Coast Guard and the Federal Highway Administration. The FAA hired her into the Office of Acquisitions in 1994, where she served for three years. 

In 2000, Bristol was selected as the Deputy Lead for Traffic Flow and Enterprise Management, at the FAA’s Air Traffic Control System Command Center in Herndon, VA. Two years later, she accepted a position as manger for Terminal Transition and Implementation. This was a function of a newly created performance-business unit where she helped successfully deploy the Standard Terminal Automation Replacement System. 

In 1997, the FAA appointed Bristol program mangers of a Terminal Automation program where she successfully deployed upgrades to 113 Automated Radar Terminal System in the NAS and Israel. 

Bristol holds a Bachelor of Science degree in Marketing and Transportation from the University of Maryland and is a Certified Program Management Professional.
